When Dan was honorably discharged from the 

U.S. Navy after su� ering a leg injury during 

Desert Storm/Desert Shield, he returned home 

to Chicago. He found work, but when his son 

suddenly died of an asthma attack at age 3, 

Dan fell into a deep depression. He lost his job 

and soon found himself without a place to live. 

“But I found St. Leo. I was so glad,” Dan says. 

“Even though I stayed in a studio apartment, 

it was like a mansion to me.” St. Leo provides 

more than a roof over the heads of more than 

130 previously homeless veterans like Dan—it 

also provides vital access to services and on-

site sta� , who are licensed in their fields and 

have numerous years of experience. These 

wraparound supports are critical to residents’ 

long-term recoveries, health, and self-suf-

ficiency. Without St. Leo, Dan says, “I don’t 

know where I’d be.”
